What to bring on the bus 
 Pillow and blanket – the bus may be cooler at night than you desire. 
 A back pack or small bag that can be stored above your seat with your personal items. 
 Toothbrush and toothpaste. 
 Deodorant (if you want people to talk to you). 
 Books or other personal media.  (PSPs, DVD players, mp3 players, movies, or other media cannot be the responsibility 

of Choctaw High School, however, any student caught stealing will dealt with just as during the school day) 
What to pack - We must also be able to fit tubas and other equipment under the bus.  Please limit your baggage to one suitcase or 
the equivalent per person traveling.  Please label everything with your name. 
 Clothes for Friday, Saturday, and Sunday. 
 Bring a light jacket or sweatshirt as the evenings are cool in the parks. 
 Hats and/or sunscreen. 
 Concert black attire (don’t forget black socks, shoes, shirt, pants, bow tie, and jacket). 
 Instrument and music (You aren’t much good if you can’t play – I guess you could carry Mr. Eary’s luggage). 
 Money for food.  There are two meals per day included in our package (Hotel breakfast and one meal ticket for Kennedy 

and each Disney Park).  This does not include snacks and a third meal which would take place at each park.  This does not 
include stops during the travel days.  These stops will be fast food venues. 

 Each Disney Park and Kennedy will have gift stores where as many purchases can be made as desired.  Take into account 
that any large purchase has to be carried for the remainder of the day and stored on an already crowded bus. 

It is the right of every traveler to enjoy the trip.  This includes staff members who would be forced to deal with discipline issues 
should they arise.  The following guidelines should be adhered. 
General 

 Follow all directions. 

 Each student with a cell phone should submit their number to a confidential master list to be kept by the band staff.  This 
list will be used in an emergency and discarded following the trip. 

 All directions given to each student should be followed.  Never question an adult who may give a direction.  This will only be 
misinterpreted as insubordination.  Always comply with a request and then ask why at an appropriate time. 

 No drugs, alcohol, or tobacco products should be brought. 

 No weapons of any kind may be brought. 

 Shoplifting and theft are illegal. 
o This includes, but is not limited to places we may visit or other student’s personal belongings. 

 Personal disagreements should be handled in a mature fashion, but never with yelling or fighting. 

 If taken into custody by local authorities, you are at the mercy of that locality.  There will be nothing the band staff can do 
to assist you.

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Bus 

 Students should stay seated as much as possible.  Even though we are on a charter bus and walking or standing is 
permitted, groups of students standing is not. 

 Keep the aisles as clear as possible 

 Use headphones when using personal DVD players, mp3 players, gaming devices, etc. 

 Speak in indoor volumes and never yell. 

 Announcements will be made at each stop before any person exits the bus. 
o These announcements will include a bus load time that must be adhered.  DO NOT BE LATE! 

Hotel 

 Abide by all hotel rules 

 Do not damage your room in any way.  You will be charged for such damages without representation or defense by the 
school. 

“In-room” times 

 These times are designated for students to be in their room for the duration of the evening until the wake-up call the next 
morning.  During these times no students should leave the room unless Mr. Eary has granted permission.  This eliminates 
the desire to find a willing chaperone or other staff member to “wear down” or “nag” until they finally give in. 

 If adult persons are in a room, follow all directions. 
Disney Parks 

 Expect random searches of purses or pockets upon entry.  Leave anything not absolutely needed for your day. 

 There is a customer service, first aid area available for each park. 

 Students must travel in groups of at least two at all times. 

 Do not lose or damage your ticket.  You will have a “three day ticket” that is good for each park we attend on each day, not 
three separate tickets. 

o Your ticket is needed to enter the park each day and to use the “Fast Pass” options that allow you to schedule 
times on some rides. 

o If technology remains the same as in the past, tickets should be stored in a dry place or a special pocket or area 
of a purse that does not contain a cell phone, as the magnetic strip becomes unreadable for park entry or fast 
pass options.  If this does occur, don’t panic.  A park guest may go to the customer service office where a 
representative will be able to enter the ticket number, confirm that the student or adult is not attempting 
fraudulent activity, and issue a new ticket. 

 Before leaving the bus, an announcement will be made with check-in and departure times as well as a meeting location. 
Should students violate rules or policies, the following consequences may be encountered. 

 Verbal reprimand 

 Change in bus seating to very close proximity to Mr. Eary or a staff member for monitoring. 

 Loss of freedom at stops such as staying in close proximity to Mr. Eary or a staff member for monitoring. 

 Change in room assignment to include close proximity to Mr. Eary or a staff member for monitoring. 

 Office referral upon arrival at Choctaw High School which will include the next two options as well. 

 Loss of future travel options with the Choctaw High School Band. 

 Loss of future participation or enrollment with the Choctaw High School Band. 

The band staff has jobs with very specific descriptions such as musical considerations and event planning.  This 
does not include “babysitting” persons who show no restraint or the personal maturity that would allow them 
to be afforded the freedoms and benefits of membership in our organization.  As always, constant reprimands 

or complaints by other staff members, adults, students, bus drivers, and hotel or park representatives will 
conclude with a forfeiture of future enrollment and participation rights with the Choctaw High School Band.
