Step 1 Enroll in band for both semesters 

¶ Color guard members who do not play instruments are allowed to enroll in the fall semester only. 

All other exceptions must be approved by the band staff. 

 Step 2 Audition for a spot 

¶ Brass/woodwinds – Auditions are for seeding only.  These may be held during class time at both the high school and middle 

schools.  Materials as well as the date of the audition will be made available prior to an announced date of audition. 

¶ Drum line/Front Ensemble – Auditions will be held at the end of a week long, held after school.  A packet of music will be made 

available prior to the clinic week.  It is recommended that potential members practice fundamental playing and review all packet 

material as well as previous test material.  In addition to the formal audition, the clinic week will also serve as an audition where 

students will be presented new concepts and forced to adapt to new information.  Each person will pay a clinic fee to pay clinicians for 

the week’s work. 

¶ Color Guard – Auditions will be held at the end of a week long, held after school.  In addition to the formal audition, the clinic week 

will also serve as an audition where students will be presented new concepts and forced to adapt to new information.  Each person 

will pay a clinic fee to pay clinicians for the week’s work. 

No student is automatically given a spot.  All students even returning members will audition. 

Potential members will be placed in a group as follows: 

¶ Group 1: Individuals in this category will have membership in the Pride of Choctaw.  They demonstrate knowledge of the fundamental 
aspects of musical and or visual performance, as well as show an advancing sense of maturity and have shown an ability to learn and 
adapt to new information quickly. 

¶ Group 2: Individuals in this category possess many of the attributes desired, but might require more time to develop to their fullest 
potential. These individuals should continue home practice and or private lessons. Students in this group will participate in the 
Halftime band which performs at all football games, in the stands, during the National Anthem, at halftime, pep assemblies, and in all 
parades.  These members are considered developing members with the potential to one day hold a spot in the Pride of Choctaw. 

¶ Group 3: Individuals in this category may not currently possess the skills needed to serve as a member of either the Pride of Choctaw 
or the Halftime band.  Private lessons are recommended and that they re audition next year. 

 

Step 3 Return a signed contract 

¶ No student will be used without this contract. 

Step 5  Attend each and every event 

¶ Read carefully – 

¶ In order to provide the highest quality sound and timbre, as well as visual content, the wind and instrumentation of the Pride of 

Choctaw will be set.  There will be 64 wind(brass and woodwind) spots written for the show.  There will be a maximum of 70 wind 

players placed in group one as outlined above. 

¶ Upon the first day and each day after of full band rehearsals, present members who have completed the above steps will be placed in 

spots.  The remaining 6 persons will serve as usable alternates for injuries, illnesses, and any other scenario which makes 

performance or practice not possible.  Group two persons or members of the halftime band will only be used if they sign a contract 

and show no absences. 

¶ Along with the usable alternates from group 1, students placed in group 2 will consist of the “Halftime” band. 

 

No one is entitled to the right to perform.  The Pride of Choctaw will use the best available personnel that serve the best interest of the entire 

ensemble.  The members placed in group 1 will occupy the written wind spots in the ñPrideò as needed.  This means that even though an 

absence may be excused for grade purposes, changes may need to be made.  When an ill member is well enough to return to school and 

rehearsal, they may have to wait until they are caught up enough to return to performances.  In some instances spots in the ñPrideò will have 

been filled by usable members.  When this happens, tryouts or auditions may be held to determine who the best person for the spot is, but no 

guarantees are given.  Should the band staff believe that a person with a halftime spot would better serve the interest of the ensemble, a 

change could be made at any time.  This change may, once again, not be reflected in the grade book. 

 

Step 4 Winds should attend 5 of the 8 Summer Fundamentals  

¶ Color Guard and Front Ensemble members will have a separate summer schedule. 
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Last year, our marching band show cost in excess of $15,000.  Many quality programs have fees well in 
excess of $160, but we do not.  

Originally, we had a $60 fee and then asked each member to find $100 in sponsorships, but we had many students who found the 
entire amount in sponsorships, and others who wanted to donate it the entire amount.  In fact, you could raise the entire amount in 

sponsorships and pay nothing out of pocket, or you may pay the entire amount without any fundraising.  You could even combine the 
two, the choice is yours. 

 
 
 
 
 

 
¶ All checks should be made payable to the Choctaw High School Band.   

¶ All moneys should be placed in a money collection or other envelope, be labeled, and turned into the band office. 

¶ As always, all students will be allowed to participate in the Choctaw High School Band regardless of financial needs.  
However, when funds are not readily available, each student should do their fair share by participation in fund raising or 
sponsorship activities. In order to participate in the Color Guard, members must either pay or fund raise for the required equipment and 
uniform.

Question - Do I have to participate in the sponsorship program?   

Answer - No, you may pay the entire amount by the dates listed. 
Question - If I have enough sponsorship money, do I have to pay anything out of my own pockets? 

Answer - No, You may raise the entire amount by the dates listed. 
We are using the sponsorship program in replacement of the usual brochure fund raiser where the band only keeps a percentage of 
profits.  In this case, the band keeps 100%.  We are combining this program with the band fee.  All checks should be made payable to 
the Choctaw High School Band.  All moneys should be placed in a “money collection” or other envelope, be labeled, and turned into the 
band office or staff. 
 

As always, all students will be allowed to participate in the Choctaw High School Band regardless of financial needs.  
However, when funds are not readily available, each student should do their fair share by participation in fund raising 

activities. 

Students should remind sponsors that a òGoldó sponsorship with a donation of $150 
or more will have their individual name or the name of their business read aloud at 

each home football game performance. 
 

ċYou may print extra forms from the website or pick up extra forms from the black cart in the band room. 

ċPlease make sure each form is filled out completely. 

ċReturn each form with money to the band office by the money turn in deadlines. 

ċYou do not need to turn in all forms at one time.  You can return forms and money as you collect sponsors.

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By signing and returning this document the student will receive a spot in the marching band show.  In addition, 

the return of this document is to show receipt of the contest dates and the Summer Band dates.  As drill and 

music are custom written for each individual student, it is vital that this document be returned. 
The student is agreeing to: 

1. Participate in the Choctaw High School Marching Band for the duration of the marching band season. 

2. Follow a code of conduct that is respectful, professional, and courteous at all times. 

3. Be aware of, and follow the policies of the individual sections in which they are a member.  For example, the 
drum line and color guard will have different sectional rehearsal schedules.  These individual section policies, if 
they exist different from the entire band will be made available to the students. 

4. Attend each contest, performance, and rehearsal without exception.  As this is an optional activity, we have no 
excused events for homework, personal matters, work, or other outside activities.

It also shows a lack of character and ethical standards by which all 
organizations claim to exist. As always, should another school activity be scheduled at the same time, every 
consideration will be given that would allow the student to do both should scheduling permit.  In the past 
there have been examples of students being transported from one event to another by their own parents.
